2. Place one of the 144" boards on the floor along with (2) two 80-1/2" long 2x4 rafters as
shown below. Bottom 144" plate will be on edge. Rafters will lay flat.

There are short 2x4s, that may have an angle on one end, supplied in the
kit. Use these to hold the rafters and bottom gable plate together by
temporarily screwing the blocks to the floor using 2-1/2" screws. Thiswill
ensure that the gable frames and the trusses are identical.
